Physical Sciences
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Classify various foods into appropriate food groups.

Identify the number of servings of food from each food group that a child needs
daily.

Discuss the benefits of eating a nutritious breakfast every day.

Identify refusal skills when confronted or pressured to use alcohol, tobacco, or
other drugs (e.g., use a clear “no” statement, walk or run away, change subject,
delay).

Identify parents, guardians, and trusted adults who can provide accurate
information and guidance regarding medicines.
