Physical Sciences       Science Standards 1a through 2d 

1. Energy and matter have multiple forms and can be changed from one form to another.  

    a. Students know energy comes from the Sun to Earth in the form of light. 

    b. Students know sources of stored energy take many forms, such as food, fuel, and batteries.  

    c. Students know machines and living things convert stored energy to motion and heat.  

    d. Students know energy can be carried from one place to another by waves, such as  

        water waves and sound waves, by electric current, and by moving objects.  

    e. Students know matter has three forms: solid, liquid, and gas. 

    f.  Students know evaporation and melting are changes that occur when the objects are heated.  

    g. Students know that when two or more substances are combined, a new substance may be  

         formed with  properties that are different from those of the original  materials.  

    h. Students know all matter is made of small particles called atoms, too small to see  

        with the naked eye.  

    i.  Students know people once thought that earth, wind, fire, and water were the basic  

        elements that made up all matter. Science experiments show that there are more than  

        100 different types of atoms, which are presented on the periodic table of the elements.  

2. Light has a source and travels in a direction.  

    a. Students know sunlight can be blocked to create shadows. 

    b. Students know light is reflected from mirrors and other surfaces. 

    c. Students know the color of light striking an object affects the way the object is seen. 

    d. Students know an object is seen when light traveling from the object enters the eye.

3. Adaptations in physical structure or behavior may improve an organism's chance for survival.  

    a. Students know plants and animals have structures that serve different functions in  

        growth, survival, and reproduction.  

    b. Students know examples of diverse life forms in different environments, such as  

        oceans, deserts, tundra, forests, grasslands, and wetlands.  

    c. Students know living things cause changes in the environment in which they live:  

        some of these changes are detrimental to the organism or other organisms, and some  

        are beneficial.  

    d. Students know when the environment changes, some plants and animals survive and  

        reproduce; others die or move to new locations.  

    e. Students know that some kinds of organisms that once lived on Earth have  

        completely disappeared and  that some of those resembled others that are alive  

        today.

4. Objects in the sky move in regular and predictable patterns.  

    a. Students know the patterns of stars stay the same, although they appear to move  

        across the sky nightly, and different stars can be seen in different seasons.  

    b. Students know the way in which the Moon's appearance changes during the four- 

        week lunar cycle.  

    c. Students know telescopes magnify the appearance of some distant objects in the sky,  

        including the Moon and the planets. The number of stars that can be seen through  

        telescopes is dramatically greater  

        than the number that can be seen by the unaided eye.  

    d. Students know that Earth is one of several planets that orbit the Sun and that the  

        Moon orbits Earth.  

    e. Students know the position of the Sun in the sky changes during the course of the  

        day and from season to season. 
 

Investigation and Experimentation (Embedded in the other areas of science.)  

        Science Standards 5a through 5e 

5. Scientific progress is made by asking meaningful questions and conducting careful  

    investigations. As a basis for understanding this concept and addressing the content in  

    the other three strands, students should develop their own questions and perform  

    investigations. Students will:  

    a. Repeat observations to improve accuracy and know that the results of similar  

                    scientific investigations seldom turn out exactly the same because of differences in  

                    the things being investigated, methods being  used, or uncertainty in the observation.  

    b. Differentiate evidence from opinion and know that scientists do not rely on claims  

       or conclusions unless they are backed by observations that can be confirmed.  

    c. Use numerical data in describing and comparing objects, events, and measurements.  

    d. Predict the outcome of a simple investigation and compare the result with the  prediction.  

    e. Collect data in an investigation and analyze those data to develop a logical  conclusion.

Local Geography/Resources and Local American Indians History-Social Science 3.1 and 3.2 

3.1 Students describe the physical and human geography and use maps, tables, graphs,  

      photographs, and charts to organize information about people, places, and  

      environments in a spatial context.  

      1. Identify geographical features in their local region (e.g., deserts, mountains,  

          valleys, hills, coastal areas, oceans, lakes).  

      2. Trace the ways in which people have used the resources of the local region and  

          modified the physical environment (e.g., a dam constructed upstream changed a  

          river or coastline).  
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3.2 Students describe the American Indian nations in their local region long ago and in  

      the recent past.  

      1. Describe national identities, religious beliefs, customs, and various folklore traditions.  

      2. Discuss the ways in which physical geography, including climate, influenced how  

          the local Indian nations adapted to their natural environment (e.g., how they  

          obtained food, clothing, tools).  

      3. Describe the economy and systems of government, particularly those with tribal  

          constitutions, and their relationship to federal and state governments.  

      4. Discuss the interaction of new settlers with the already established Indians of the region.  

 

Local Community History     History-Social Science 3.3 

 3.3 Students draw from historical and community resources to organize the sequence of  

       local historical events and describe how each period of settlement left its mark on the land.  

      1. Research the explorers who visited here, the newcomers who settled here, and the  

          people who continue to come to the region, including their cultural and religious  

          traditions and contributions.  

      2. Describe the economies established by settlers and their influence on the present- 

          day economy, with emphasis on the importance of private property and  

          entrepreneurship.  

      3. Trace why their community was established, how individuals and families  

          contributed to its founding and development, and how the community has changed  

          over time, drawing on maps, photographs, oral histories, letters, newspapers, and  

          other primary sources.  
   

Laws/US Government and Local Economy   History-Social Science 3.4 and 3.5 
 

3.4 Students understand the role of rules and laws in our daily lives and the basic structure of  

      the U.S. government.  

     1. Determine the reasons for rules, laws, and the U.S. Constitution; the role of    

         citizenship in the promotion of rules and laws; and the consequences for people  

         who violate rules and laws.  

     2. Discuss the importance of public virtue and the role of citizens, including how to      

         participate in a classroom, in the community, and in civic life.  

     3. Know the histories of important local and national landmarks, symbols, and essential  

       documents that create a sense of community among citizens and exemplify cherished  

         ideals (e.g., the U.S. flag, the bald eagle, the Statue of Liberty, the U.S. Constitution, the  

         Declaration of Independence, the U.S. Capitol).  

     4. Understand the three branches of government, with an emphasis on local  

         government.

         Indian tribes contribute to the making of our nation and participate in the federal  

         system of government.  

     6. Describe the lives of American heroes who took risks to secure our freedoms (e.g.,  

         Anne Hutchinson, Benjamin Franklin, Thomas Jefferson, Abraham Lincoln,  

         Frederick Douglass, Harriet Tubman, Martin Luther King, Jr.).  
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3.5 Students demonstrate basic economic reasoning skills and an understanding of the economy  

      of the local region.  

     1. Describe the ways in which local producers have used and are using natural  

         resources, human resources, and capital resources to produce goods and services in  

        the past and the present.  

     2. Understand that some goods are made locally, some elsewhere in the United States,  

         and some abroad.  

     3. Understand that individual economic choices involve trade-offs and the evaluation of  

          benefits and costs.
